Students will enjoy learning about different kinds of explorers,
such as Bessie Coleman, who pioneered aviation for African
American women. This biography chronicles the adventuress
of this brave woman, who never gave up on her dream of
flying. Note that the text does briefly mention her death

in an aviation accident.

This book tells about the indigenous people living in America
prior to colonization. Students will enjoy learning about where
they lived, what they ate, and how they lived their lives; they
can compare and contrast their lives with colonial life.

In this book, a man enters the rainforest to chop down a giant
kapok tree and exhausts himself. As he sleeps, the animals
whisper in his ear about the importance of trees and how
creatures depend on each other. Students will enjoy this book
and always remember its important message.
